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The article 1s dedicated to defining the
role of several leading international organi-
zations and institutions (primarily the Uni-
ted Nations Commission on International
Trade Law (UNCITRAL), the Chartered
Institute of Arbitrators (CIArb), and the
International Bar Association (IBA)) in the
creation and promotion of common interna-
tional standards for organizing and con-
ducting digital arbitration proceedings, as
well as in shaping online arbitration as an
independent modern phenomenon in the
field of alternative dispute resolution.

The author emphasizes that the “soft
law” sources developed by these organi-
zations play a fundamental role in defining
the basic principles for the implementation
of digital tools in commercial dispute
resolution. Given the nature and characte-
ristics of international commercial arbitra-
tion as a neutral and confidential method of
dispute resolution, these standards ensure
both adherence to fundamental procedural
rights of the parties and the overall speed
and efficiency of proceedings.

The study concludes that UNCITRAL
primarily focuses on integrating digital
arbitration realities into the established
framework of arbitration proceedings at the
level of foundational international conven-
tions (particularly the New York Conven-
tion), as well as in its model laws and
procedural rules. This includes the recog-
nition of electronic communications, the

conclusion of arbitration agreements in any
digital form, and the recognition and
enforcement of electronic arbitral awards.
Additionally, UNCITRAL provides recom-
mendations on the principles and proce-
dures for using electronic tools by parties,
arbitral tribunals, and arbitration institu-
tions. While most of these aspects have
already been addressed at the normative and
advisory levels, the issue of recognizing and
enforcing e-awards in arbitration is still
under discussion, although key proposals
have already been reflected in UNCITRAL
Secretariat notes and reports from its
Working Group II.

Meanwhile, other international organi-
zations (such as CIArb, IBA, ICCA, CPR,
among others) focus on more practical
aspects of the issue, offering the arbitration
community a broad range of recommen-
dations, guidelines, protocols, and check-
lists related to organizing and conducting
virtual hearings, requirements for e-evi-
dence and its collection, online witness exa-
mination, electronic document manage-
ment, cybersecurity measures during proce-
dural actions, and other relevant matters.
